Qualification for NPS Championships 2011
Special conditions apply to Breed Shows, as outlined below:

Qualifying rounds for most NPS competitions are open to ponies owned by NPS members and non-members and at Breed Shows ponies can qualify for the Final even if their Owners are not NPS members. The Owner of a pony qualifying at a Breed Show must become an NPS Adult / Showing Member for the pony to enter the Final at the NPS Summer Championship Show. At Breed Shows ponies can win Silver Medal Rosettes even if the Owners are not Members of the NPS but they must become an NPS Adult/ Showing Member to enter the Final. The final will be held in Malvern on 3-5th August 2011. NPS/Rosettes Direct Home Produced Ridden Championship – Riders of Home Produced ponies (see definition in the NPS Rules Book) can wear a white arm band in classes where this is indicated. RULES AND CONDITIONS OF ENTRY

1. The Show Committee, Judges& Officials, or their associates will accept no responsibility for any loss, damage or injury to any persons, animals or property howsoever caused. 

2. It is the sole responsibility of the competitors to ensure the animals on the showground are accompanied by the correct passport documentation as per the guidelines from DEFRA. These must be available and may be inspected by officials

3. The Show Committee reserves the right to reject or cancel an entry, cancel or alter any class and to add, substitute or remove any judge from any class or Championship.

4. The Judges decision is final

5. Objections must be made within one hour of the event concerned and lodged at the secretaries office together with a deposit of £40, which is refundable if the objection is sustained

6. Any exhibit not sufficiently under control shall be removed from the ring at the request of the Judge or Steward.

7. Pure and Part-Breds must be registered in the appropriate section of the Welsh stud book and registration numbers given on entry forms
8. Ponies may not appear in the ring with plaited mane or tail, except for the one long plait permitted by WP&CS. The plaiting of part-breds is optional.
9. Any one causing a disturbance, will be asked to leave the showground immediately, forfeiting any entry fees.
10. Please supervise your children at all times for their own safety.

11. All Stallions 4 years old and over must possess a licence issued by WP&CS to compete in the Bronze Medal Classes and handlers of these ponies must of attained their 14th birthday 

12. Riders of Section A & B stallions must of attained their 12th birthday and riders of C&D stallions must of attained their 14th birthday

13. Barren Mares must not have foaled or be due to foal during 2010. Mares with live foals born in 2010 must not compete in any ridden class.
14. Riders must wear a securely fastened hard hat conforming to current BS Standards. The harness must be fastened at all times whilst mounted. No Spurs to worn in any ridden class. Whips /Canes must not exceed 30”
15. Exhibitors are asked to help keep the showground tidy, & take their litter home

16.  Because this is a medal show, in hand Competitors entering on the day CANNOT compete for any of the in hand Medal championships.
